2008 Cabonne Daroo Business Awards Launch 

Nominations Open! 
 
The Cabonne Daroo Business Awards will be launched at 1.00pm on Monday 3rd of March 2008 at 
Cabonne Council Chambers. This is the ninth year that Cabonne communities have hosted the popular 
Daroo Awards, now recognised as a major event on the regional business calendar.  
 
The launch signifies the commencement of the 2008 nomination period, which will extend from March 3rd to 
March 31st.  Nominations can be made at various locations in each Cabonne village. Daroo Awards posters 
will promote local nomination points across the shire.  The Daroo Awards Presentation Dinner 2008 will be 
held in Cudal on Friday 20th June. 
 
The Daroo Committee has altered the judging process after comments received from last years awards. This 
year the nomination forms, business assessment forms and mystery judging will form the Judging process. 
Following the closure of the nomination period on March 31st all businesses nominated will be issued with 
assessment forms and asked to select the category in which their business should be judged.  When 
complete and returned to the Committee, the assessment forms and nomination forms will then be judged by 
an independent panel of business people and advisors from both within and outside the Cabonne area, with 
a mystery shopping process to aid in the Judging process.  Categories for the Daroo Awards cover a diverse 
range of businesses across approximately 20 industries and this year the popular ñCustomer Serviceò 
category launched in 2007 will be added to the Awards.  
 
Cabonne Councilôs, Economic Development Manager, Gretchen Armitage states, ñThe Awards are designed 
to recognise the achievements and contributions made by individual enterprises towards the Cabonne 
region. As well as celebrating these achievements, the Daroo Awards create great opportunities for 
businesses to create networks and to share and discuss current issues.
